	Scoring reminders: Severity: 1 = no injury likely, 2 = minor injury (no time lost) likely, 3 = time loss up to 3 days likely, 4 = time lost above 3 days (RIDDOR injury) likely, 5 = severe incapacity or death likely. Likelihood: 1 – rare, 2 = unlikely, 3 = probable, 4 = very likely, 5 = certainty. Risk factor. This is obtained by multiplying the numbers in columns ‘severe’ and ‘likely’ and is categorised into three factors: high, medium and low (Hazard x risk = risk factor). The number arrived at should be recorded in the right column (1 to 6 = low, 7 to 14 = medium , 15 to 25 = high). Overall risk rating. This is the overall risk rating for the task being assessed. If all the risk factors identified are low, then the overall risk rating is low. If any of the risk factors identified are high and/or medium the overall risk rating is high/medium.
