	Alexander Maddan founded Agrivert in 1994 to recycle sewage sludge to agriculture.  Having built up a business that recycled 25% of the UK’s dewatered sewage sludge, in 2004 Alexander designed and built a 140,000tpa sewage sludge dewatering and sterilisation plant which is still owned and operated by Agrivert.  Alexander was heavily involved in the development of the “Safe Sludge Matrix” which shares many objectives with PAS100 and PAS110 of installing confidence amongst stake holders in an organic product. 

Many lessons learnt in the water sector are directly related to the organic waste sector, and after rapid growth in the waste water market, Agrivert transferred its experience into the organic treatment sector and in 2002 commenced its first composting operation.

Agrivert has designed and built four open windrow composting sites, and three In-Vessel Composting sites, two of which it operates. Led by Alexander, Agrivert further diversified by designing and building a 2.1MW Anaerobic Digestion plant, which opened in September 2010.  

Alexander is a specialist in delivering innovation to the organics treatments sector, drawing on shared challenges from both the waste and water sectors.  Alexander has designed a number of waste treatment plants and will deliver a further two large engineering projects in 2011 to service Northumbrian Water.  He is widely employed as a consultant to bring innovation and design expertise to waste management projects. 

Alexander is FACTS trained, and sits on various European/UK and DEFRA committees concerned with organic waste and agricultural recycling.

Alexander is a leading voice in the recycling of organic wastes in the UK and brings 17 years’ experience in this sector.  With Agrivert recycling up to 750,000tpa of organic waste, Alexander has extensive experience of successfully marketing organic products and developing sustainable markets.  Alexander is one of the few independent operators with large scale AD and IVC plants operational in the UK and offers enormous breath of knowledge to the AFOR board.

Felicity Richards is co-founder of Downs Farm Ltd. Trading as "The Green Waste Company", a sucessful recycling business located in West Cornwall processing, green waste, wood and farm plastics. As business manager, she takes the lead on all business management, strategy, and planning issues for the 10-year old business. She also manages contracts, staff training, professional development, grants, legal compliance, and accounts.


 


The family-run business began in 2000 with local businesses, then expanding into local authority recycling for Kerrier District Council, with other districts, Penwith, Carrick, Restormal and North Cornwall soon followed.


 


The need to expand and increase operating capacity led to the opening of a second site in 2002. The business goal was become a main recycling contractor to the County Council for bio-degradable material, which with the new facilities was achieved. Downs Farm Ltd. expanded to twelve staff, and invested in cutting-edge composting equipment to develop and grow the business.


 


In 2005 Downs Farm Ltd. became one of the first PAS 100 accredited composting sites in the country.


 


When in 2007 Sita was awarded the Cornwall Private Funding Initiative (PFI) contract for waste, Downs Farm Ltd became a sub-contractor for recycling wood and green waste, taking the majority of the tonnage under a long-term contract. The strategy for continued expansion continues with an option agreement signed on a further site, with the aim of increasing catchment area.


 


Ms. Richards holds an MSc. in Agricultural Business Management from Seale Hayne Agricultural College. She was a 2004 Nuffield Scholar, is a member of The Chartered Institute of Waste Management, and is a Fellow of the Royal Society of Art.
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
